TCAGO Dean James Callahan 
Receives Schubert Club Award

At the annual meeting of The Schubert Club during its lunch-
eon on June 10, 2010, at the Ordway Center for the Perform-
ing Arts in Saint Paul, Twin Cities AGO Dean James Callahan 
was given the prestigious An die Musik Award “in grateful 
recognition of his extraordinary commitment to the musical 
arts—through performance, composition and education.” The 
citation was presented to Callahan by Kathleen van Bergen, 
Executive Director of The Schubert Club.  
 
Dr. Callahan had been invited to the luncheon to perform a 
short recital on two copies of historic instruments (a 1784 
Stein and an 1820's Streicher) in observance of the 25th 
anniversary of The Schubert Club Museum. He also accom-
panied a singer for the performance of Franz Schubert’s 
popular song An die Musik, which is performed every year in 
honor of the recipient of the An die Musik Award. Callahan 
was probably the first recipient to play the song in his own 
honor. 
 
Other distinguished recipients of the award have included 
Pulitzer Prize-winning composer Dominick Argento; award-
winning novelist Elizabeth Musser; music critic Mary Ann 
Feldman; donor of The Schubert Club’s collection of compos-
ers’ manuscripts and letters Gilman Ordway; MPR philan-
thropist and donor of the Fisk Organ at House of Hope Pres-
byterian Church Sarah-Maud Weyerhaeuser Sivertsen; for-
mer Vice-President of The Schubert Club’s Museum of Musi-
cal Instruments and Manuscripts George Reid; MPR classical 
music broadcaster Eric Friesen; music critic, program anno-
tator, essayist and educator Michael Steinberg; and pianist 
Thelma Hunter.

2. A work by a composer born between 1800 and 
1900 (a single movement of a larger work is accept-
able). 

3. A work by a composer born after 1900 (a single 
movement of a larger work is acceptable). If playing 
Vierne or Widor include in Category 2. The works in 
categories 2 and 3 must be in contrasting mood. 

4. Hymn – Choose One: 
Lobe den Herren, Nicaea, Mit Freuden zart 

 
The competitor will introduce the hymn and play two stanzas 
as if accompanying a congregation. The first stanza of the 
hymn must be played from the version downloaded from 
www.agohq.org. Published or improvised arrangements may 
be used for the introduction and/or other stanza if the com-
petitor wishes.

Thoughts on Maurice Duruflé: The 
Man and His Music

One never knows just what one can learn by supporting the 
Guild offerings, and what an unexpected outcome I found by 
attending a recent TCAGO program.   In reading the program 
notes, I learned of a publication written by TCAGO member 
James E. Frazier.   Since our musicianship can be influenced 
by a variety of material, and because of a personal fondness 
for Durufle’s music, I opted to read the book. 
 
Maurice Duruflé: The Man and His Music is a comprehensive 
compilation of topics that influenced Duruflé’s life, including 
his educational experiences, church association, and lack of 
political agenda.  Wonderfully written, well researched, and 
unquestionably informative, this work is a synthesis of nu-
merous publications concerning Monsieur Duruflé (he dis-
couraged his students from addressing him as Maître Duru-
flé).  The writer includes plenty of factual material, based on 
testimony and interviews, all presented in a delightful style. 
The reader can learn how Duruflé’s compositions came to 
exist and garner ideas on how they might be performed.  
Also included is an eloquently written tribute chapter to his 
wife, Madame Marie-Madeleine Chevalier Duruflé, whom 
Duruflé wrote “plays the organ better than I”.  For any organ-
ist who cares to learn more about our history, they may find 
this volume well worth their time.  �

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Jürgen Essl Performs at Northrop 
 By Dean Billmeyer 
 
German organist Jürgen Essl will 
appear in recital on the historic 
108-rank Æolian-Skinner Pipe Or-
gan in Northrop Memorial Audito-
rium at the University of Minnesota 
on Thursday, September 16, at 
7:30 PM. The recital is the first of 
four organ events at Northrop this 
fall, as the University prepares for 
the renovation of the hall and or-
gan starting in 2011. 
 
Essl will also give a multi-media 
presentation on organ improvisa-
tion and improvisation-based com-
position at the University’s organ 
studio, room 213 Ferguson Hall. The presentation, to be fol-
lowed by a master class, will take place Tuesday, September 
14, at 1:30 PM. Both events are free and open to the public, 
and are sponsored by the Friends of the Northrop Organ. 
 
Jürgen Essl is one of the foremost organists and composers 
in today's European musical scene. He performs regularly in 
the most prestigious venues around the globe including ven-
ues such as the Notre Dame de Paris, Kölner Dom, Auditorio 
Nacional de Madrid, Smetana Hall Prague, Konzerthaus 
Wien, Philharmonic Hall Moscow, as well as Amsterdam, 
Lissabon, Milano, Tokyo, and the USA. He frequently appears 
on television and radio as both organist and conductor. 
Mr. Essl has recorded with several recording labels such as 
Carus, IFO, Organ Promotion, Kirche+Leben Edition, Audite 
and Veneto Musica. His critically acclaimed 1995 recording 
of the entire Jean Francaix’s oeuvre for the organ appeared 
on the Audite recording label. Jean Francaix himself wrote 
with excitement about this recording project, describing it as 
an “excellent collaboration” between the composer and the 
organist. 
 
A special expertise of Maestro Essl is his inexhaustible flair 
and fantasy for free improvisation on the organ. In fact, the 
Organ Promotion recording label has dedicated a full CD to 
Mr. Essl’s improvisation in the Brussels Cathedral. On this 
recorded improvisation, the famous French organist Olivier 
Latry commented: "I love especially the invention of the most 
contemporary improvisation like the one with crescendo on 
the fifth – What an effect! Bravo!" 
 
As a composer, Mr. Essl’s works have been performed by 
some of the leading choirs and orchestras. Most renowned 
are his motets and oratorios, which have been performed by 
leading choirs such as the Darmstädter Kantorei and the 
Regensburger Domspatzen. Jürgen Essl’s music has been 
published by Doblinger, Carus-Verlag, and Schott Verlag. 
Maestro Essl studied organ in Germany and France with 
Ludger Lohmann and Francis Chapelet, later completing his 

studies in Vienna with Michael Radulescu. A Professor at The 
Hochschule für Musik und Darstellende Kunst Stuttgart 
since 2003, Jürgen Essl has also served as Professor for 
Organ at the Musikhochschule Lübeck and an organist at the 
Castle Church of Sigmaringen. In 2008 he led the interna-
tional “Kongress der Kirchenmusik” in Stuttgart, one of the 
largest meetings on sacred music in the world. He is a co-
founder of the International Summer Academy of Music - 
ISAM in Ochsenhausen, Germany.

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A Report of  the Oral History Project 
 Submitted by James Callahan 

 
In the spring of 2009 the TCAGO board approved the crea-
tion of a committee to carry out an oral history project.  The 
committee consisted of Jerry Bonstrom, Laura Edman, 
Priscilla Franken, with the later addition of Merritt Nequette, 
chaired by James Callahan.   
 
The first meeting was on July 7, 2009.  James Fogerty, the 
oral history specialist from the Minnesota History Center was 
subsequently invited to several meetings to provide advice 
and training.  Through a conversation with Phillip Asgian, the 
committee became aware of the oral history project that had 
taken place at Westminster Presbyterian Church.  They had 
purchased recording equipment and special playback equip-
ment for transcription.  Rodney Schwartz at Westminster was 
very gracious in allowing us to use this equipment for our 
project. 
 
The committee created a list of 32 names.  In order to make 
a manageable project, it was decided to limit the number to 
fifteen. Through a voting process it was decided to interview 
the following persons:  Jerry Bonstrom, Roger Burg, Richard 
Waggoner, John Ferguson, James Biery, Diana Lee Lucker, 
Charles Hendrickson, Maria Bucka, Carolyn Bliss, Phillip 
Brunelle, Kathryn Moen, Robert Wolf, William Stump, Mi-
chael Barone, David Engen. 

The interviews were completed on April 29th 2010.  Merritt 
Nequette undertook the enormous task of transcribing these 
interviews.   
 
Copies of the transcripts and the original audiotapes have 
been deposited in the TCAGO archive housed in Westminster 
Church.  Another copy of the transcripts, along with the 
signed agreements with the interviewees, is housed in the 
TCAGO archive in the Minnesota History Center.  
 
Besides the preparation of the oral histories included in the 
opening event program, the OHP committee will continue its 
work providing an article for each edition of Pipenotes during
